Fly less, drive less, waste less.
You can reduce your own carbon footprint in lots of simple 
ways, and most of them will save you money. You can plug 
leaks in your home insulation to save power, install a smart 
thermostat, switch to more efficient light bulbs, turn off the 
lights in any room where you are not using them, drive fewer 
miles by consolidating trips or taking public transit, waste less 
food and eat less meat.
Perhaps the biggest single thing individuals can do on their 
own is to take fewer airplane trips; just one or two fewer plane 
rides per year can save as much in emissions as all the other 
actions combined. If you want to be at the cutting edge, you 
can look at buying an electric or hybrid car, putting solar 
panels on your roof, or both.
